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Student Academic Regulations for Department of Southeast Asian Languages and Cultures,

National Chengchi University

These regulations are established to protect students' rights to enroll in courses and to ensure the smooth implementation
of the curriculum. They are implemented with the approval from the Department Affairs Committee, and the same applies
to any amendments.

All required courses are added to the students’ curriculum by the university system’s automatic enrollment, while partially
required courses are selected by the students themselves. Transfer students from other departments or other university shall
select their courses independently.

First-year required courses cannot be deferred or dropped. If there are special reasons, students may submit a written
explanation, and with the consent of the instructor and the chair of the department, they may be allowed to drop the course.
However, students who have not completed the first-year required courses will not be allowed to apply for a change of major
in the future.

Double majors, minors, or students from other departments who need to drop the courses mentioned above may notify the
instructor before the "add/drop period" and the department office will handle the course withdrawal. During the "add/drop"
period, students must obtain the course instructor's approval and signature, and then personally submit the withdrawal
request to the Office of Academic Affairs.

Required language courses for the second-year and above have prerequisites. Students who have not completed and passed
the prerequisite courses cannot take the advanced courses.

Students who meet the department's criteria for waiving courses, as jointly recognized by the full-time faculty of the
language section, are not subject to the aforementioned restrictions.

Students who have not completed and passed the first semester of a full-year course cannot take the second semester of
that course, unless with the instructor’s approvement.

For conversation and listening courses, 2 hours of class time is included in one credit-hour of study.

‘College Foreign Language’ courses taken by major, double major and minor students in this department will not be
counted as required or partially required credits, except for courses co-offered with this department.

Elective physical education courses can be counted as 2 credits toward graduation, but national defense education and
military training cannot be counted.

Matters not covered by the above-mentioned regulations shall be handled in accordance with the "National Chengchi
University Academic Regulations," the "National Chengchi University Student Course Selection Regulations," and the
curriulum of the department.
